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System Requirements 

 

These are the bare minimum system requirements to make Navi-X work properly on the 

following supported platforms: 

 

Xbox 

- Original Xbox, modified with a mod chip or softmod exploit. 

- Xbox Media Center (XBMC) 8.10 ATLANTIS or any stable T3CH version above. 

 

Windows and Linux   (based on XBMCôs Wiki) 

An x86 (Intel/AMD-based) processor computer. 

 Intel Pentium 4, Intel Pentium M, AMD Athlon XP/64, AMD Opteron, or newer 
CPU (that support SSE).  

 Very fast modern dual-core processor is required to decode H.264 videos in 
FullHD (up to 1080p). 

  Xbox Media Center (XBMC) 8.10 ATLANTIS or any stable T3CH version above. 

 

 

 

 

 

Installing Navi-X 

 

To install Navi-X on XBMC, simply download the zip file from one of many places on the 

internet, or go to www.navi-x.org to download the latest version of Navi-X. Once 

downloaded, unzip the files to your machine and move the ñNavi-Xò folder extracted to 

the ñscriptsò folder inside of your XBMC folder. On your PC, by default this is located in 

C:\Program Files\XBMC\scripts 

 

***Note:   This is a script for the XBMC, not a plugin so do NOT install Navi-X into your 

plugins directory, because it will not work! A plugin will be made available in a few 

months and that will go into the ñpluginsò directory when itôs available!

Starting Navi-X 

 

Once installed into XBMC, you can go to the main menu for XBMC and browse to 

where it says ñScriptsò. Click on ñScriptsò. Navi-X should show up in the list and you 

simply select it and click it to start Navi-X! 

 

 

Navi-X Overview 

 

This is the main menu of the Navi-X Media Browser. Most of the time, you will simply 

proceed to the first link labeled, ñNavi-X Media Portalò. Media Portals will be further 

explained later. The other options here allow you to proceed to your saved playlists, 

manual script updates, playlists building tips, examples of playlist entries and stats. 

Youôll also notice Navi-X has itôs own menu on the left, below the logo. We will go into 

further detail about these functions shortly. 

 

 

 
 

 



 

Features and Options 

 

There are many features and options in Navi-X, and we will attempt to outline the basic 

features and functions the best we can. Understandably, you will have more questions 

about our features and options, as well as questions about ñHow Toò do this or that in 

Navi-X. If you have further questions regarding these features, proceed to our forums 

listed here in the manual for further information and public discussion. The manual is 

only an outline for Navi-Xôs basic features and functions and not a complete outline of 

how to use Navi-X and itôs features. 

 

Features Available in Navi-X 2.7 

 

- Navi-X has the ability to stream all content XBMC can play. 

- Navi-X plays common forms of media including video, audio, pictures, text, RSS 

feeds and podcasts. Navi-X also supports scrapers and ñprocessorsò. 

- Your content is instantly available to the public after uploading your playlist. 

-  ñHomeò button for quick access to your home playlist. (home is changeable) 

- ñFavoritesò button for saving links to your favorite playlists. 

- ñViewò button for viewing your Download Queue, your Completed Downloads and 

managing Parental Controls for locked playlists (password required). 

- ñBrowseò gives you the option to browse and open content on your hard drive. 

- ñAboutò contains notes and updates about the latest release of Navi-X. 

- You can play content using selected players, auto-play the entire playlist from top 

to bottom, queue items for playback and download, as well as download content. 

- Setup scripts and plugins to install in their appropriate locations via playlist type. 

- Parental Controls  with password protection. Navi-Xtreme also flags ñAdult 

Contentò and prevents it from being shown in Navi-Xtreme. 

- ñProcessorsò support for scripting your own URL decoders and data pools. 

 

 

Parental Controls 

 

Parental controls were added as of Navi-X v2.6, and the option to lock a playlist is 

provided in the secondary menu. The secondary menu is accessed via the white button 

on the original Xbox. The secondary menu provides options like Download, Play, 

Viewé and ñParental Control Block Selected Itemòé select this to enable blocking. In 

order to use this function, you will want to setup a password before hand or anyone can 

get it just by selecting ñDoneò. Note: The password works for ALL locked items! Now I 

will show you how to setup a password for your parental controls. 



1. Here we are, looking at an item I want to place parental controls onéporno. 

 

 

2. Highlight the item and press the white button or secondary menu button. 

 



3. Select ñParental Control Block Selected Itemò and press A or ñEnterò. 

 
 

4. The item now has a lock on it. If you have not setup a password for controls yet, 

now would be a good time to do so. To setup the password, click ñViewò to 

proceed to the viewing menuôs.
